Management will be inspecting all irrigation tim-
ers this month for proper watering days and
zone running tfimes. The maximum running time
for each zone is 30- 40 minutes. We recom-
mend 20-30 minutes running time per zone or
less.

If your system is set wrong it will be correct-
ed. If you are watering more than two days a
week it will be corrected. If your system has to
be corrected by management you will be notified
by letter of this violation. Please do not change
the setting after you have received a letter.

We are coming into our dry season. It has not
rained in four straight weeks. This past week I
have inspected 60 homes in the community. 97%
of the homes inspected are watering more than
an hour per zone, watering on the wrong days,
and watering four days a week. If this issue is
not addressed and corrected by all homeown-

ers there could be a watering restriction by the
SFWMD of South West Florida.

Don't be Fooled by Medicare Open
Enroliment Scamsl!

The Medicare Open Enrollment Period is now open,
providing con-artists the perfect opportunity to
trick seniors into unknowingly giving away personal
and financial information. If you are a recipient of
Medicare, the Lee County Sheriff's Office wants
you to be aware of these unscrupulous scams:

Scam: An "official Medicare agent” knocks on your
door selling Medicare insurance that can save you
thousands of dollars in healthcare costs next year.
The offer is only good during Medicare's open en-
rollment period.

Fact: There are no Medicare sales representatives.
If you haven't asked for an agent to contact you,
federal law prohibits an agent from trying to sell
you something on behalf of Medicare. If you re-
ceive unsolicited contact by phone, e-mail or a
knock on your front door, you should report that
person to authorities.

Scam: You receive a call that says you must have a
prescription drug coverage plan or you will lose your
other Medicare benefits. If you don't join a plan

during enrollment time, your Medicare benefits will
be terminated.

Fact: If someone says you must join or you'll lose
your other Medicare benefits, it's a scam. The Med-
icare prescription drug benefit is voluntarily. It sup-
plements your other Medicare benefits.

Scam: You receive a call from someone claiming you
are due a $250 refund because you've reached the
prescription drug coverage gap known as the “"donut
hole". The caller asks for your birth date, Medicare
number, and bank account information so the refund
can be automatically deposited into your account.

Fact: Medicare will never call and ask for your Med-
icare number or other personal identifying infor-

mation. Hang up and call 1-800-MEDICARE to report
this fraudulent activity.

Scam: You receive "official looking" brochures about
new Medicare products that are available at a dis-
counted price during Medicare open enrollment.

Fact: Con artists try to impress consumers with
sales materials made to look like they are from a
government agency. Only private companies, not the
government, sell Medicare Advantage and Medigap
plans.
